Teaching our infants these signs help us meet their needs and help asses an infants thoughts and
feelings before they are able to verbally tell us what they need. One important thing to note is when an infant is using a sign it may not
look exactly like you expect. For example the sign for "more" is to pinch all your fingers together on both hands, and then tap them
together at the finger tips. An infant may only pinch all fingers on one hand and tap that hand to the open palm of another, or they may
ball their hands into fists and tap them together. It is just important to recognize your infants own unique way of signing and
communicating their need.
