When children are playing they are always trying out new things, and this may mean getting into a situation that is more difficult than what they are fully developmentally ready for, climbing some high up for example. Allowing the child to take the risk to climb and use their skills to try promotes their learning, problem solving skills, and sense of resilience if they fail (I fell and it was scary, but I'm okay and can try again.) It is our job as educators to assess the level of risk and allow the child to try (if not hazardous) and be there as support system if they fail.
